The story begins with a dark stage.  (V.O.), whispers filled with gossip and speculation.  The lights dimly rise upon a seemingly empty black box center stage.  Beams of light stream damaging words and media articles across the box and the walls as the whispers turn into loud talking.  She is afraid.  Her scream fades.  She realizes she cannot speak.  She tries to scream again but nothing comes out.  (V.O.), a chant, in her own voice, pours through the theatre.
