	INTRO TO ACTING I, II (10 - Adult)
For the novice or beginning actor.  Learn the fundamentals of acting in a fun and safe environment.  We will introduce you to vocabulary and our approach to playing an action, living truthfully in imaginary circumstances, and working with a partner.  

No matter your experience, this class will prepare you with TV/Film and Theater technique, allowing you to transition into our Scene Study Class with ease.

SCENE STUDY I, II (Pre-Teen - Adult)
During auditions actors are consistently asked to be brilliant at a moment’s notice.  For this reason many TV/Film actors believe the repetitious nature of scene study is a waste of time and should be reserved for theater actors.  At The It Factor Theatre Academy, our actors train like athletes so they are always prepared when opportunity knocks.  Don't forget, brilliance requires development.  No matter what type of actor you are or whose method you subscribe to, every actor is expected to perfect three things. 

	• How to really be in the moment
	• How to truly listen
	• How to genuinely react 

Scene study allows you to work on a weekly basis, learning how to properly break down a scene and develop your emotional availability. Our brains are like computer chips.  We learn by repetition making the act of studying a scene vital to every actor’s career. Through repetition you will consistently discover new things about your characters and yourself as an actor, which all gets stored in what we call your “sense memory database”.  You will learn exercises that will allow you to tap into that database and be brilliant in the moment while listening and reacting just like we do in our everyday lives.

ON-CAMERA AUDITION TECHNIQUE (Teen - Adult)
The majority of your episodic and pilot auditions will be put on tape.  It is important that today’s actor learn the fundamentals of Single Camera and Multi-Camera formats.  You will improve your cold reading skills, audition technique and character development while gaining invaluable tools to be comfortable in the room and in front of the camera.  







On camera performances will be reviewed and critiqued by the instructor during class.
